nn  Non-profit 
agency and state 
efforts bringing 
dream of bioscience 
jobs to reality, 
proponents say

Early last year, Sophono, Inc. 
hired about a dozen employees to 
build the company’s implantable 
hearing aid in Boulder, shipping 
the jobs to Colorado from Ger-
many. 

And while seeing those jobs 
come to Colorado was welcome 
news for the employees at the 
growing biotech startup, it was 
also important for an Aurora non-
profit, CID4. 

The organization, which stands 
for Colorado Institute for Drug, 
Device and Diagnostic Develop-
ment, helped Sophono get its 
start, providing some initial invest-
ment capital that helped Sophono 
get off the ground. Last year’s jobs 
announcement from Sophono was 
part of 16 new, direct jobs created 
in the first quarter of 2011 by a 
company affiliated with CID4, ac-
cording to CID4’s annual metric 
report released last month.

Kevin Smith, the organization’s 
CEO, said in terms of direct jobs, 
that proved to be CID4’s biggest 
quarter since the organization got 
its start in 2009.

The nonprofit was formed by 
the Colorado Legislature to ad-
vance the state’s bioscience indus-
try. The organization provides bio-
science startups with management 
help and provides the startup cash 
that companies once relied on ven-

ture capitalists for. 
In total, the organization has 

created 27 cumulative direct jobs, 
according to the report. Using the 
typical job multiplier figure that 
economic development organiza-
tions use, Smith said that trans-
lates to more than 75 jobs around 
the state. 

According to the metric report 
released last month, the organiza-
tion invested more than $1.2 million 
in its four affiliated companies from 
late 2010 to late 2011. That money 
has led to an additional $2 million 
in investment from other sources. 

Smith said that in the case of 
Peptiviir, a company working to 
develop an influenza vaccine, the 
CID4 investment helped the com-
pany to leverage the state for an 
additional grant. 

“It was a perfect example,” he 
said. 

Holli Riebel, CEO of the Colo-
rado Bioscience Association, said 
in situations like that, CID4 has 
played an important role for bio-
science companies. 

When those companies get 
their start, they often don’t have 
the finances necessary to test 
their product, let alone take it to 
market, she said. CID4 provides 
the initial capital that compa-
nies need to help them seek oth-
er forms of investment, including 
government grants. 

“Every little bit moves along 
to the next stage and makes them 
more attractive to bigger donors,” 
she said.

As for next year, Smith said 
CID4 hopes to add two new com-
panies to its portfolio.
